
       
     Our Lady & St John’s church has stood on  

Telegraph Road since 1939. The congregation 
stands at about 500 and there is a large  
number of young families in the parish.  

However there is one thing missing -  
a Parish Meeting Room.  

 
The idea of constructing such a building has 
been discussed many times over many years  

and we now have an opportunity to reach this 
ideal and build a meeting room within church 

grounds, to fulfil the needs of the parish. 
 

Planning permission was obtained in July 2010 
and will remain valid if the works are  

commenced within 3 years of the approval. Full 
details of the proposals have been drawn up and 

a detailed specification prepared. This  
information has been issued for pricing and 

costs have now been returned by contractors.  
An appeal committee has been set up to   

manage fundraising. Donations received to  
date amount to £5,800.

We have benefited from the  generosity 
of past parishioners for the building of 

this church. Your donation will be in 
memory of them and for the use of  
present and future parishioners to  

further the community spirit  
of the parish. 

                    The new meeting room has been designed in the space between the church and the  
                presbytery. This will involve demolition of the existing boiler house and breaking through into  
      the lower sacristy. The floor level of the new facility will be raised to match that of the church and to 

  allow disabled access.  
 
The design shows two meeting 
 areas of 17sqm and 56sqm. These 
are divided by a folding wall which 
can be opened to provide one large 
meeting space of 73sqm.  Kitchen, 
storage and toilet facilities will be 
provided. It is envisaged that the 
rooms will be available for a variety 
of uses, such as Children’s Liturgy, 
refreshments after Mass, parish 
group meetings, First Communion 
and Confirmation instruction and  
preparation for adult reception into 
the church.  
 
The total construction cost as it 
stands is £350,000 inclusive of VAT 
and fees. The Diocese is fully  
supportive of the proposals.  
Due to the need to carry out repairs 
to the church roof and replace the 
boiler, the Diocese wishes the  
parish to raise £150,000.  
In order to achieve this goal we are 
asking for donations from our  
parishioners.
